Should inclement weather render 
performance impossible or not feasible, Artist will be paid in full so long as they are at the venue, ready, able, and willing to perform as otherwise agreed herein.
11. Indemnity Agreement: To the fullest extent permitted by Law,  the Artist and all Artist Representatives,  will indemnify and hold harmless Mount Holyoke 
College,  including its current and former trustees, officers, directors, employees, volunteer workers, agents, assigns and students from and against claims, damages, 
losses and expenses, including but not limited to attorney's fees, arising out of, or from the performance of its operations or services, regardless of whether or not such 
claim, damage, loss or expense is caused in part by a party indemnified hereunder. Such obligation shall not be construed to negate, abridge or reduce other rights or obligations of indemnity which would otherwise exist in the absence of this agreement.
